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STUDENT ENRICHMENT FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE POLICY 

A. PURPOSE
The Student Enrichment Financial Assistance is for students attending high school, college, vocational and technical institutes. Student Enrichment include activities that broaden the learning experience, promoting a higher level of thinking, provide enhancement to additional subject areas; to provide a more in depth exposure to the regular curriculum or supplementary materials beyond the normal range of classroom instruction.   At the conclusion of the trip; a written trip report shall be given for community review the next chapter meeting.  Depending on availability of Funds. Funding line item: 08-6721: Student Enrichment. 

B. STUDENT ELIGIBILITY
Student should be attending High School/College/ Vocational/ Technical Institution 
Students:  Age Limit twenty- four (24) years old.
a. Submit financial request form with supporting documents (i.e. justification letter, trip itinerary, CIB, SSC, ID/DL) three (3) days in advance.
b. Student/Parent(s) must attend the Planning & Regular Chapter Meeting. 
c. [bookmark: _GoBack]If Student is over 18 years old must be a Bahastl’ah Chapter registered voter. Must have permanent residence in the boundaries of Bahastl’ah Community.
d. Student should be in good academic standing with their school.
e. If student is younger than 18 years of age, the parent(s) must be a registered voter and    live in the boundaries of Bahastl’ah Community. 
f. One (1) time assistance per household/student. Applicant(s) will be ineligible if receiving funds from other resources.    
g. Zoning: 		
Zone 1 - $150.00 – beyond two hundred (200) miles radius. 
Zone 2 - $ 400.00 – for trips within U.S. 
					
C. AMENDMENT
This policy may be amended from time to time upon the recommendation of the Community Service Coordinator to the Chapter Officials and approved by the chapter membership at a duly called chapter meeting and in accordance with the Navajo Nation Fiscal Policies and Procedures, Section VII (K).
